DMI 63 Venipuncture Demonstration Competencies
Note: Safe demonstration of a venipuncture simulation must be completed on a phantom arm prior to attempting an IV start on a human.

100 percent of the competencies (see below) must be passed. The student may have three attempts. A student that does not pass on the third attempt must repeat the venipuncture lecture and written examination. 

Upon successful demonstration of a simulated venipuncture, the student will be given a Venipuncture Verification Form signed by the program director. This will allow the student to proceed with the 10 successful venipuncture procedures for eventual certification. The student must provide the clinical instructor with the completed Venipuncture Verification Form prior to any attempted venipuncture procedures at the clinical site.
