The purpose of this letter is to verify that _________________ has successfully completed the required ten hours of didactic and laboratory venipuncture course material.  The individual named above is now eligible, under California state law, to be evaluated for ten successful venipuncture and injection procedures for the purpose of intra-venous contrast administration, under the direct supervision of a registered nurse, radiologist, or other qualified physician, or registered technologist who is IV certified.  Upon the successful completion of each venipuncture and injection procedure, the observer will complete a venipuncture competency form.  Note that the individual being evaluated must pass all of the competency criteria in order to be regarded as competent.

Upon the completion of ten successful supervised venipuncture and injection procedures, the individual being evaluated is required to return the ten completed forms to the Diagnostic Medical Imaging Program Director, who at which time will receive a certificate of competency in venipuncture, and under state law, be able to perform venipuncture procedures for the purpose of contrast administration, without supervision.

This individual has until 7/1/2010 to complete these ten venipuncture competencies; and after that time must repeat an accredited venipuncture course.
