COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Basic theories of intermediate level radiologic procedures including but not limited to: fluoroscopic examinations, sialography, myelography, trauma, mobile, pediatric, geriatric radiography, mammography and automatic exposure control.  Also discussed are the subjects of clinical indications, special considerations, patient care, positioning and equipment and legal/ethical issues.  Kyle Thornton will be teaching the  “Venipuncture” section.  It meets the didactic criteria established to perform venipuncture in the state of California.
We will practice intermediate radiographic exams such as weight-bearing knees, exams performed in a wheelchair, as well as from a guerney.

COURSE OBJECTIVE:

This course is designed to aid the student technologist to establish familiarity with intermediate level radiographic procedures by means of reading assignments, demonstrations, film critique, and periodic evaluation by traditional testing methods.
At the end of this course, the student should be able to do the following:

· Describe and/or perform radiographic positions for the various systems listed under course description
· Describe age appropriate patient care issues

· List indications and contraindications for the imaging procedures listed under course description

· List contraindications for administering contrast media

· Describe the correct technique for venipuncture

· Describe various problems that can occur while performing radiographic studies and offer methods of overcoming such problems

· Critique a radiographic image and case for technical, positioning, and patient consideration factors

GRADING PROCESS:

The grade earned is the grade that is given, and is not based on a curve.  The final grade is based upon a combination of test scores, homework and other assignments, and attendance.  The final grade is based upon a percentage as follows:

EXAMS:

Therefore, test material is based on information from the text, Evolve, as well as lecture material.

READING and WORKBOOK 
It is the student’s responsibility to maintain currency with the reading.  The reading assignments are outlined in the lecture schedule. 

All workbook assignments should be done one week from the day assigned.  The due dates for the workbook are provided. At some point late in the semester you will hand in your workbook to be checked for completion of assignments. 

The Evolve Learning System is a required part of DMI 63 course.  You will be required to submit assignments by a particular date.  If your assignment is late, it will be counted as a (0) score.  All assignments will come to me with a date and time stamped on them.  If you submit an assignment even one minute over the deadline, you will receive a zero. 
Each assignment is worth 10 points.  Your points will be acquired by doing the entire assignment and then taking the exam that is offered.  You will be allowed to take the exam only once.  You cannot go back and redo it for a higher score.  You will receive points based upon the percentage you receive on the final score.....95-100% = 10 points   90-94% = 9 points   85- 89% = 8 points  80 - 84% = 7 points  75 -79% = 6 points  70 - 74%= 5 points   anything below 69% = 0 points for the assignment. 
ATTENDANCE:

Attendance is mandatory and important in order to be successful in this class, as well as the Program. There are no extra points given just for coming to class. Anyone missing class more than twice the number of hours the course meets weekly will have their final grade reduced, and may be dropped from the course at the instructor’s discretion.
